Dance Designs New Season Begins 2010 ~ 2011 !

Welcome to all of the new and returning families to Dance Designs.  We had another amazing year with our dancers this past season and are so proud of all of their accomplishments.  We have some very talented and dedicated young performers that are eager to learn and improve their skills while building long lasting friendships along the way.
We have some exciting new opportunities for advancing your dancer’s talents.  At the competition level, TECHNIQUE is the core of SUCCESS!  Most of you who have been with us and observed various competitions over the years understand and have seen this in person.  After careful review and discussions with many of you as well as instructors around the country, we have decided to add further instruction and structure to our core curriculum. 
· Ballet Technique - Margie Fitzpatrick has been added to our staff to teach the Ballet technique classes.  She has years of training and most recently taught at the Louisville Ballet.  Her focus on the most important fundamental core of dance will truly enhance your dancer’s overall ability.
· Master Technique Instructor – Beverly Rogers is a studio owner/instructor from Paducah who has agreed to branch out and come to Dance Designs on a regular basis to provide her amazing skill set to fine tune our competition teams.  Her teams were at Nationals with us this year and their technique and routines were OUTSTANDING.  They received all PLATINUMS, in the highest SUPERSTAR LEVEL, and were the overall GRAND CHAMPIONS!  We are thrilled and honored to have her come and help our dancers to the next level.

· Choreography - In order for your dancer to benefit from more advanced technique instruction, we will be adopting a new format for competition teams similar to other championship level studios.  Tap and Hip Hop class instruction shall remain as we are currently structured.  With the exception of Junior 3 and Teen 2 lyrical, our lyrical and jazz class time will be spent working on TECHNIQUE, and combinations that also help our dancers adapt to a faster paced learning environment.  Then, we will be teaching the choreography separately on weekends for jazz, lyrical, open & contemporary categories so that more groups have the opportunity to compete.  This is the industry standard that most of the competitive studios follow.  This allows the dancers the time they need to learn the routines without having to spend numerous extra hours and tuition of weekday class time.   We anticipate that it will be two weekends in October, two in November, one or two in December.  We will let you know the tentative schedule by the end of August.  Our goal is to be ready for the competition season in January.  After the first of the year, we will start to work the routines into class time when feasible and then have some extra rehearsals right before the competitions. 
· Additional Competition Teams – Our instructors will be building more and different teams to allow greater versatility for our dancers to compete. These exciting new teams will be chosen soon after auditions. 
· Instructor/Choreography fees – After careful consideration, comparative pricing, and our intention to keep everyone’s fees as low as possible, our JAZZ, LYRICAL, OPEN AND CONTEMPORARY competitive teams will have a one time per year additional instruction/choreography fee of $75.00 per routine.   This can be paid in two installments – October 1st and November 1st.  The only other additional fee is for costumes and competition entry fees for these routines – as always.  So, as an example, if you dancer is selected to be on a hip hop, tap and two jazz teams, the additional fee is only $150.  If they are on 2 jazz teams, one lyrical and one open, the one time fee is $300.  I did research these fees, and we are still below the other studios that I spoke with.
